Scholarly work including research and publication in refereed journals as well as service contributions are expected.     
Qualifications:
Essential qualifications include an earned doctorate or ABD in education or related field, two years teaching experience in Social Studies in P-12 classrooms, evidence of effective teaching, and an active research agenda (or demonstrated potential for research). 

Desired qualifications include a broad background in the Social Studies and related disciplines (history, geography, economics, anthropology, sociology, political science, government, psychology, or environmental education); ability to integrate social studies across the curriculum; commitment to promoting social justice; commitment to working with students from diverse populations and evidence of integrating social justice issues in the curriculum; experience collaborating in teaching, research, school and community partnerships; experience in teaching with newer educational technologies; experience teaching online and hybrid courses; experience teaching at the university level; experience teaching graduate classes; experience in the supervision of students in P-12 school settings.
