Scholar-teachers whose scope of inquiry encompasses transnational and cross-cultural studies, particularly indigenous cultures across the Americas, are encouraged to apply. The successful candidate will be able to contribute to multiple degree programs, including a PhD program with emphases in transnational/cross-cultural studies, Latina/o literary and cultural studies, and rhetoric and composition studies.

Preferred Qualifications:  We particularly welcome applications from candidates with secondary interests in Chicana and Chicano literature, transnational studies and film studies.  Faculty at The University of Texas at San Antonio have a strong commitment to both scholarship and teaching.  Candidates for this position should be actively engaged in scholarly research and writing and be prepared to teach literature courses to undergraduates and graduate students.  The job involves a 2/2 course load for the first year, and a 3/2 or 3/3 course load in subsequent years, depending on research productivity.  Candidates should have a strong commitment to service to students and the broader Native American communities on campus and off.


Required Qualifications: PhD by August 2009, and a record of excellent teaching, and an active research program.
