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Review a total of 379 records  

Records numbers 2341 – 2720

221 records has the same headings in both LC and FAST.

158 records changed heading when they moved to FAST.

19 records had problems because they had subdivision that should have been form |v but were topic |x in the LC record.
23 of the 379 records had aboutness problems.
37 of the 158 records had subdivisions. 

124 of the 158 records had geographic headings.

34 of the 158 records had personal  or corporate headings.

62 of the 158 records had genre/form headings.

20 of the 158 headings had period headings. 
On record 2376 and several other records History is changed to a form heading when it is changed from a LC heading (Place)—History.  In LC this is a topical subdivision but when moved to FAST it is setup as two heading a geographic for the Place and a form heading for History.  When I fist looked at this I felt it was not right but the more I studied on this heading the more I felt it was correct.  That history by itself would be a form heading.
On record 2372 I found the heading Mathematicians $x Biography $2 fast the LC record heading was Mathematicians $x Biography, however this should have changed to two headings 650 Mathematicians and 655 Biography.  This problem I think come about because the LC record has not been change to |v Biography.  This problem was found on 19 records of my 379 records. 
Record 2378 LC headings are 600 Caesar, Julius; 651 Rome $x History $y Republic, 265-30 B.C. $x Biography; 650 Heads of state $z Rome $x Biography.  The Fast heading are 650 Biography $2 fast; 650 Heads of state $x Biography $2 fast; 651 Eastern Hemisphere $z Rome (Empire) $2 fast.  This is another place where because the LC heading Biography has not been change from |x to |v the FAST heading is incorrect.  However, I feel that dividing Rome (Empire) through Eastern Hemisphere is doing a disservice to our patrons.  I can not see going to hemispheres in any heading.  I certain would not use Western Hemisphere |z United States.  I do not know of another Rome (Empire).
Record 2473 LC heading is 650 0 $a Jews $x History $v Juvenile literature.  FAST headings are 650 Jews $2 fast; 655 History $2 fast; 655 Juvenile works $2 fast.  I feel that it is important to keep the heading Juvenile literature and Juvenile fiction and not use Juvenile works.

Record 2474 LC heading is 600 Garcâia Lorca, Federico, $d 1898-1936 $v Translations into English.  Fast headings are 600 Garcâia Lorca, Federico, $d 1898-1936 $2 fast; 655 Translations $2 fast.  In this record we lose the fact that the translation is into English and this information is important. 

Record 2553 LC heading is 650 World politics $y 1955- $v Periodicals.  FAST headings are 648 Since 1955 $2 fast; 650 World politics $2 fast; 655 Periodicals $2 fast.  Since 1955 using words and dates together makes it hard for the patron to search for the date.  Could we just use 1955- I do not know of anyone that does not know that the – means Since.  There may be some places when we cannot get away from using words and dates but this is not one of them. 
Record 2557 LC headings are 600 Shakespeare, William, $d 1564-1616 $x Study and teaching; 600 Shakespeare, William, $d 1564-1616 $x Criticism and interpretation.  FAST headings are 600 Shakespeare, William, $d 1564-1616 $2 fast; 650 Study skills $2 fast; 650 Criticism and interpretation $2 fast.  I am not sure how we got from Study and teaching to study skills.  I did notice that on another records we had study and teaching and it stayed study and teaching. 

Record 2672 LC headings are 651 Palestine $x Historical geography; 630 Bible $x Geography; 651 Jordan $x Historical geography.  FAST headings are 650 Historical geography $2 fast; 651 Middle East $z Palestine $2 fast; 651 Jordan $2 fast.  Why is Palestine subdivided through Middle East and Jordan is not subdivide? 

Record 2674 LC Headings are 600 Cortâes, Hernâan, $d 1485-1547; 651 Mexico $x History $y Conquest, 1519-1540.  FAST headings are 648 1519 - 1540 $2 fast; 650 Conquest $2 fast; 651 Mexico $2 fast; 655  History $2 fast.  The way the |y heading changes in FAST does not seem quite right to me but I do not know what I would do with it.
