Architecture in LCSH
Prior to 2001: 

Assign 2 subjects:

1. Architecture, Modern $y 20th century $z France $z Rouen.

2. Architecture $z France $z Rouen.

Between 2001-2008

Assign one subject:

1. Architecture $z France $z Rouen $y 20th century.

Note that the cataloger could only subdivide by century if stated in the scope note for the heading, which would also indicate the permitted range of centuries, as was the case with Architecture.  So, Museum architecture could not be subdivided by 20th century. Instead, two subjects would be assigned:
1. Architecture $z New York (State) $z New York $y 20th century.

2. Museum architecture $z New York (State) $z New York. 

I believe this could now be expressed as –

1. Museum architecture $z New York (State) $z New York $x History $y 20th century.

In addition, note that during the 2001-2008 period, the century subdivision was only allowed if it followed a geographic subdivision.
From 2008 August--
Express chronological aspect using free-floating $x History $y <century> following $z

1. Architecture $z France $z Rouen $x History $y 20th century.
Unless the string has been established omitting the –History subdivision:

1. Architecture, Modern $y 20th century. 

Only use Architecture, Modern $y <century> without geographic subdivision.
