Availability of VRC slides and photographs 

during the academic year 2007-2008.

The Visual Resources Collection (VRC) is making preparations to move from Street Hall into the new library facility in the renovated Art and Architecture and the newly constructed Loria Building by fall 2008.  As part of that process, the VRC is engaged in two large-scale projects funded by the Provost's Office and jointly managed by the Library's Digital Projects and Integration Program (DPIP) and Integrated Digital Image Resource program (IDIR).  The project work will affect the use of the slide and photograph collections in this coming academic year.

The VRC staff will make every effort to continue to provide you with materials, digital and analog, in a timely manner, but some advanced planning may be required as materials may not always be immediately available.

Large-scale digitization project

A significant portion of the 35mm slide collection is in the process of being digitized through a project that will continue throughout the academic year 2007-2008.  As a result, many slides will be out of the drawers for some period of time. 

If you are interested in a particular image in digital form, please search the VRC digital collections (growing every day) as well as ARTstor, as the digital version might already be available.  If you need assistance with these resources, please consult the VRC staff  (2-2443) or Hannah Bennett, Arts Library Public Services Librarian. (6-8052, Hannah.bennett@yale.edu)
If you find you need a digital image made from a slide, or wish to use the slide itself, the VRC staff will retrieve it for you if it is still in the department.  If the slide has already been shipped to our offsite vendor, and you need  it before it is scheduled to be returned, we will rush process a substitute digital image or slide from an alternate source you provide.

We are also digitizing a portion of the lantern slide and mounted photograph collections through Yale Media Services.  The turn-around time is shorter for this material, but again some of it may not be immediately available in the VRC.

Transfer of the slide and mounted photograph collections

The VRC is also in the process of transferring the mounted photograph and slide collections to the Library Shelving Facility (LSF), where they will be archived, and from where they will be retrievable on demand.  The transfer will be completed by summer 2008, with the mounted photographs moving first, followed by the slide collections.

Once again, at a given time, materials may no longer be in the drawers. The VRC staff will assist you in determining where a particular slide or photograph may be.

 If the boxes containing the photograph/s or slide/s are still in the department, VRC staff will retrieve them for you.

If the boxes have already been shipped to LSF, please request retrieval through the Art and Architecture Library (270 Crown Street).  Please note that the delivery time might be up to 3 days.
